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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to study the attitude related to English learning achievement
of Prathom Suksa 5 students at Chiang Mai Thepbodint School, Mueang Chiang Mai District.
The sample was composed on 98 students enrolled in 2009 academic year. The instruments
included attitude scale towards English in the aspects of the content, teacher, and learning
activities, and the English achievement test. The statistics used included frequency distribution,
mean, and standard deviation. It was found that the students had good attitude toward English
subject at good level with their attitude toward the teacher was the most, followed by that toward
the learning activities, and the content, respectively. The students’ attitude toward English in

each of the three aspects positively related to their achievement at statistical significance level.
