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ABSTRACT

This study was to examine the state of student care system operated by advisor teachers in
the educational opportunity expansion schools and their problems and obstacles. The sample
comprised the advisor teachers in the opportunity expansion schools in Chai Prakarn District,
Chiang Mai Province, second semester of 2009 academic year. The instrument included a
questionnaire on the state of the student care system operation of the teachers. The data were
analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The findings reveal that
in general the operation was at good level in all aspects. The teachers had followed the standard
operational procedures of student care system and acquired the information mostly through
observation and home visit, respectively. The teachers had launched the activities to develop the
students and promote their talent such as the inter-school sport competition in the education quality
development center and the campaign to prevent and solve problems related to sex of the students.
They had planned to systematically refer the case both within and outside of the school. Regarding
the problems and obstacles, it was found that the parents did not recognize the significance of the
system and lent less cooperation, limited budget, and the teachers’ high workload causing the less
possibility of following up the students and the lack of the personnel who had sufficient knowledge

and understanding on the system operation.
