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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this independent study were to construct English reading and writing
learning plans through whole language approach for Prathom Suksa 2 students and to study the
results after using those plans. The target group was 46 Prathom Suksa 2 students in the second
semester of 2009 academic year of Regina Coeli College, Mueng district, Chiang Mai province.
The instruments used gathering data included 10 English reading and writing learning plans
which each plan took 2 hours, consumed totally 20 teaching hours. A reading ability test
contained 20 items. A writing ability test contained 20 items and the students’ behavior
observation in the form of description. The collected data were analyzed by computing mean,
percentages and then compared with the set criteria of 70.00%. The data were presented through
tables with description and the data from behavior observation form were summarized in
descriptive form.

The findings were summarized as follows:

1. English reading and writing learning plans through whole language approach for
Prathom Suksa 2 students consisted of 10 plans which each plan took 2 hours, consumed totally
20 teaching hours could develop reading and writing skill of the students.

2. The results after using English reading and writing learning plans through whole
language approach for Prathom Suksa 2 students were:

2.1 The achievement scores of reading and writing ability test was at the average of

82.83%, which was higher than the set criteria of 70.00%.



2.2 Students’ participation behaviors while learning through the constructed plans
indicated that most students had gained the following abilities, such as retold the stories,
rearranging the stories, pronunciation, spelling, and writing sentences. Those increased abilities
were the results from continually practiced answering the questions, doing role play, and drawing
according to the stories. Moreover, the students had gained good characteristics in learning as
having self-confident, being harmony, listening to others’ comments, being responsible to submit
their works on time, having desire to read and write more, and enjoying to learn to read and write

English.
