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ABSTRACT

The independent study was aimed at examining the effect of using art activities on
emotional intelligence of 4 Prathom Suksa 1 students with physical impairment at Srisangwan
Chiang Mai School, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province. Instruments used included emotion
quotient scale developed by Department of Mental Health to be used before and after the launching
of 10 art activities basing on the students’ ability. The researcher collected information herself and
analyzed it by comparing progress of the emotion intelligence before and after engaging in the art
activities. The data were presented in tables with descriptive analysis. The findings reveal that the
students with physical impairments had higher emotional intelligence after engaging in the art

activities.
