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ABSTRACT 

 

The purpose of this study was to assess the innovation training project entitled 

product skills practiced from leftover pieces of wood. This project was provided by National 

Research Council of Thailand (NRCT) during the year 2006 to 2007. The population were 51 

teachers  who had  joined the project in 6 groups from 6 provinces : Lanpang, Lamphun, Nan, 

Phrae, Phayao and Sukhothai. The instrument used was the questionnaire. It was the rating 

scale questionnaire of CIPP Model by Daniel L. Stufflebeam which assessed the contexts, 

input, process and products, and the opinion of the teachers. The data analysis included the 

frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The results were compared 

with the criterion assigned in the greatest  level.  

The findings of the study were as follows: In every factor the teachers were greatest 

satisfied. The conclusion of this study, based on the findings was that project was achievable. 

The teachers were  highly satisfied and appreciated in process. The teachers’ recommendations 

were guided to do the further project.
