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ABSTRACT

The aim of this study was to study the results of using language activities to develop pre
school children’s creativity. The sample included 35 secondary Kindergartners in Banpangkarm
School, Pangmapha District, Maehongsorn Province, Thailand. The instruments used consisted of
(1) Fifteen main language activities founded originality, fluency, elaboration, (2) Creativity test,
(3) Creativity assessing and behavior observation forms, and (4) Teacher’s after activity notes.
The research conducted the act ivies for 3 weeks. The data were collected and analyzed using
mean, percentage, standard deviation, and t-test. The findings reveal that after using language

activities the children had higher creativity in each of aspect at .01 levels
