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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed at studying post-release self-adjustment of the Regional Juvenile
Vocational Training centre (7), Chiang Mai Province. The sample comprised of 10 youths who
are relation with young adults that there are released from the Regional Juvenile Vocational
Training Centre (7) in 2009: parents and community leaders.The instruments used included self-
adjustment test and interview form . This findings reveal that young adults had self-adjustment,

family adjustment, community adjustment, and overall adjustment at a fairly good level.
