Abstract

The objective of this independence study was to modify waiting behavior of a child
with autism using a play-activity. The case study was the 5 - years old boy with autistic
spectrum disorders who was in, kindergarten level 1 of self-contained classroom with social
activities connection system at Ban Sri Yoi School.

A single subject design emphasized on applied behavior analysis (ABA) with
purposive sampling method. The main instruments included 1) individualized education
program for modifying the waiting behavior 2) Individualized implementation program
composed with 10 playing activities. 3) a behavioral observation form for recording the
frequency pre — post sequence. 4) behavioral observation form for post — teaching and 5) a
video recorder.

The data were analyzed using frequencies and statistics presented in tables and study
conclusion using graphs, medianOthat were presented with descriptive explanation.

The information gathered from the observation behavioral form and video recorder.



The results showed that after the intervention during activities, the case study has
improving in pre - post waiting behavior with peer group. The median of the escape behavior
before and experiment were 5 and 4 while the median of snatch playing behavior in pre and
post experiment were 5 and 3. Therefore, it can be concluded that the experiment was
successful. It is important to note that the case study has improved his waiting behavior ;

more attention in joining the activities and having the self — control during playing in group.
