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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to examine the community perception and expectation
concerning educational management of Ban Thung Look, Fang district, Chiang Mai Province,
basing on the population which included 80 people in 4 villages under the service of the School,
namely, Moo 7 Ban Thung Look, Moo 12 Ban Yang, Moo 13 Ban Mai Thung Chareon, and Moo
15 Ban Mai Luang. Instruments used included the questionnaire asking perception and
expectation of the communities concerning the educational management of the School in 4
aspects — academic, personnel, budget, and general administration. The statistics used included
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The findings reveal that the community had
higher expectation for the educational administration than their perception in all aspects. When
each aspect was concerned, the community had the highest level of perception of personnel
administration, followed by general administration, budget, and academic in ranking order. The
highest level of expectation was in personnel administration, followed by general administration,

academic, and budget in ranking order.
