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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the factors related to self-esteem of Mathayom Suksa 5 with
risk behavior . The sample comprised of 92 students. The instruments used included the SDQ
screening device and self-esteem test. The data were analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and Chi-square. The findings reveal that most of students with risk
behavior had self-esteem at medium level and the factors related to self-esteem included the
residency, and number of siblings at .05 level of significance. Other factors were not found

related significantly to self-esteem.
