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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the change of community participation pattern and effects
of the change. The researcher collected information from the sources in the community
through the formal and informal interviews, and participant and non-participant observations.
The information was checked for its validity and its relevance to the objectives, analyzed, and
presented in analytical description form. The findings are as follows:

The pattern of the community participation before the change was through labor
donation for the activities of common interest including those on the community
development planning. The process opened for comments, suggestions, supports, or
disagreement which was the participation at the level of decision making — the essence of true
participation. Later on, the participation pattern had changed into three characteristics,
namely, participation through labor donation of the poor people, participation through money
donation of the well-to-do ones, and the participation through hiring someone else to join in
for of both the rich people and the families lacking labor. The causes of change were
attributed to internal factors including leadership problems, community relationship,
economic and career factors, higher educational attainment, community location constraints,
and the relocation for career advancement, and the external ones including the acceptance of

the government agencies’ assistances, and, communication and information exchange. The



positive effect of the participation on the community was the formation of career groups
resulting from the government assistance. The community had transferred the learning
process to manage the community actions making them more systematic with the standard
operational procedures that came up in documentary form. The negative impact was the lack
of labor as many people moved out to work or study somewhere else decreasing the chance
of labor exchange in the community. One consequence was the labor hiring leading to a more
distant social relationship that increased the probability of conflict and fighting among the

people in the community.
