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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the academic affairs performance of
Vachiralai School, Saraphi District, Chiang Mai Province. Key informants comprised 60 school
administrators and teachers in the 2010 academic year. They were asked to respond to the
questionnaire with items relevant to the topic under examination. Collected data then were
analyzed using percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

Most respondents were of the opinion that almost all aspects of school curriculum and
its implementation, e.g., learning management plans, instructional materials, library services and
use, instructional supervision, classroom research and measurement and evaluation, had been
executed. Few respondents felt some had hot been undertaken. They were curriculum publicity
directed at parents and community ; summary of curriculum implementation in the previous year
and making use of summarized results in improving instruction ; higher level of instruction for
those students normally excelling their classmates. recording the use of instructional media ;
experimenting certain innovative media prior to actual classroom use ; installing the internet in
the library ; organizing reading promotion activities, promoting instructional supervision among
teachers ; promoting teacher participation in supervision planning and exchanges between

supervisors and teachers ; continuously observing teacher classroom teaching ; training teachers



on the classroom action research topic ; measurement and evaluation ; providing teachers with
measurement and evaluation documents for self-study ; following-up teachers’ measurement and
evaluation on a continual basis ; and instituting up-to-date measurement and evaluation rules and
regulations ; etc.

Very few respondents reported the following as problems ; Certain curriculum contents
were too broad ; teachers had little knowledge about curriculum matters ; too many nonteaching
activities always hindered the planned instruction ; instructional media were not adequate and
diverse, up-to-date, long lasting ; electronic media were lacking and so was the budget ; the
library had very few books ; no advance notice as regards the supervision ; teachers lacked
classroom action research knowledge and understanding ; and they also had little measurement

and evaluation expertise.
