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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the scouting affairs performance
of schools in the Maekatuan educational quality development network, Sop Moei District,
Mae Hong Son Province. Key informants comprised 67 school directors, primary and lower
secondary education teachers in the 2010 academic year. They were asked to respond to the
questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under investigation. Collected data were
then analyzed using percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

The majorify of respondents reported that the scouting affairs committees of individual
schools had appointed scouting commanders and vice commanders in accordance with the
established rules ; organized meetings deliberating on camping plans and activities ; strictly
observed financial rules and regulations ; well prepared necessary materials and equivement
including drill grounds prior to scouting activities instruction.

As regards problems and recommendations it was found, actually given by very few

respondents, that there was no relationship between different groups of scouts ; official scouting



documents were not systematically and properly done ; there were very few skilled scouting
commanders ; etc. The only recommendation was that these commanders be constantly trained

and retrained.
