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ABSTRACT

This independent study was the case study to examine the academic and social
adaptations of Prathom Suka 4 immigrant students at Ban Huai Sai School, Ban Thi District,
Lamphun Province. The information was collected through observation and in-depth interviews.
The findings reveal that the 4 cases had good adjustment, and were well accepted by the teacher
and other students in the school. The four cases had persistence in adjusting themselves to survive
in the Thai society through their studying and engaging in the extra-curriculum activities. They
could speak Thai well and even better than some Thai students. The school had recognized their
potential and opened opportunity for them to fully assert to the peak of their capacity enhancing
the cases’ confidence in asserting to gain acceptance from surrounding people both inside and

outside the school.
