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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to study the states and administrative
approach basing on SEAT framework of inclusive schools for students with visual impairment.
The population and samples were 2 school administrators, 2 academic administrators,2
counselors, 2 resource teachres,2 students with visual impairment.31 teaching staffs and 128
regular students at high school level from Yuparaj Vittayalai and Thammarajsuksa school of
academic year 2008. The instruments used in this study were interviewing form, observation form
and estimated-scale questionnaire with open questions. The data were then analyzed by frequency,
percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The study found that:

1. The results of states and administrative approach basing on SEAT framework of
inclusive schools for students with visual impairment showed showed that, in student aspect,
teachers prepared regular students for inclusive class in order to umderstand and accept students
with visual impairment. In addition, there were academic and living guides for the inclusive
students by emphasizing on the supports from volunteers, all students and school staffs. As for
environmental aspect, the physical environment was set as one for regular students; however,
there were typical safety concerns. Furthermore, the administrators, teachers, regular students and

other personnels also had good attitudes and taking care of inclusive students. In studying aspect,



the full time class and the same curriculum of regular students were applied for inclusive students.
Flexible and proper assessments and scorings were made to meet the personal needs of the
inclusive students. Furthermore, there were special tutoring for the inclusive students by subject
matter teachers with different teaching techniques. The results of evaluation were used to improve
next lesson plans. As for tools aspect, inclusive class was considered to be a part of academic
projects. The schools also provided studying media and facilities for inclusive students under the
cooperation of resource teachers and the special schools.

2. The administrative approach basing on SEAT framework of inclusive schools for
students with visual impairment indicated that, in student aspect, the inclusive students were
prepared before the school began. They were adjusted to the same basic requirements as the
regular students. They were suggested to enroll more in courses which related to their needs and
interests. As for environmental aspect, the inclusive students were emphasized on self adjustment
as much as possible in their school lives. In activities aspect, the inclusive schools had policy to
imply the regular curriculum and full time in regular class, but provided the modified teaching
and learning activities, assessment and scoring practices for each inclusive students. As for tools
aspect, training programs for inclusive class should be provided to teachers and personnels who
involve in studying media for visual impaired impaired students in order to make the proper

practices. The cooperation between resource teachers and special schools should be done.
