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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the management of inclusive
education schools in Chiang Dao, District, Chiang Mai Province. Key informants comprised 220
school administrators and teachers in those schools in the 2010 academic year. The questionnaire
was used to collect needed data and percentage and frequency used to analyze collected data.

Findings were as follows :

Most respondents reported that as regards students instructional activities had been
organized so that normal students and those with special needs could work, learn and play
together, help one another. As regards people-based environment it was reported that every
teacher had been given opportunities to air his/her opinions ; regular and special education
teachers work together and consult one another. As far as instructional activity was concerned,
it was reported that teachers had actually organized activities for students with special needs in
accordance with the inclusive education principles. As regards the instruments it was reported
that teachers had coordinated with parents of students with special needs. School administrators
and personnel reportedly participated in organizing inclusive education activities and the former
both encouraged and motivated the latter.

However, certain problems were reported by a small number of respondents. They

were students with special needs really needed teachers’ special attention but they had little time



for preparing instruction ; borrowing necessary instruments or materials for students with special
needs was time consuming. It was recommended that cooperation with other agencies in order to

obtain budgetary support for improving the physical environment be sought.
