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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the expected characteristics of a monk who
instructed the religion, morality and ethic at Vachiralai school, Saraphi, Chiang Mai. The
participants were 9 executives, 3 instructors and 97 Mattayom 3 students. The data were
collected with a questionnaire. The questions in the questionnaire involved the attitude toward
characteristics of an instructors who was the monk and taught religion, morality and ethnic as
having said above. The collected data were analyzed by calculating for the mean, standard
deviation.

After finishing the study, the result showed that

1. The administrators believe that monk-teacher has desirable attribute in the part of
teaching operation that in the first priority, monk-teacher always attend to the learners and
consider about the different between learner 's personality. The secondary, monk-teacher provide
appropriate learning resource in community to be part of study. Desirable attribute of the overall
performance at the highest level.

2. The administrators believe that monk-teacher has desirable attribute in the part of
teaching and training that in the first priority, monk-teacher evaluate the cultivation. The
secondary, monk-teacher cultivate learners to have good behavior and morality. Desirable

attribute of the overall performance at the highest level.



3. Social studies teachers believe that monk-teacher has desirable attribute in the part
of teaching operation that in the first priority, monk-teacher can use teaching technical to train
learner 's thinking capability. The secondary, monk-teacher has an aptitude of learning evaluation.
Desirable attribute of the overall performance at the high level.

4. Social studies teachers believe that monk-teacher has desirable attribute in the part
of teaching and training that in the first priority, monk-teacher can provide appropriate learning
resource in community in order to cultivate learners to interest and desire for morality knowledge.
The secondary, monk-teacher can cultivate learner about right-wrong doing and how to be a good
member of society. Desirable attribute of the overall performance at the high level.

5. The students believe that monk-teacher has desirable attribute in the part of teaching
operation that in the first priority, monk-teacher can manage teaching style according to capability
and aptitude of each learner. The secondary, monk-teacher can be a consultant about teaching
skill to the learners. Desirable attribute of the overall performance at the highest level.

6. The students believe that monk-teacher has desirable attribute in the part of teaching
and training that in the first priority, monk-teacher can operate learning environment and facility
in order to give learners the best learning. The secondary, monk-teacher can cultivate learners to
have good behavior, morality and ethics. Desirable attribute of the overall performance at the

highest level.
