ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the school - community relationships
performances of primary schools in Gonggoi Sub-district, Sop Moei District of Mae Hong Son
Province. The questionnaire with items relevant to the study topic was used to collect data from
47 school administrators and teachers during the 2010 academic year. Statistics used to analyze
the collected data comprised percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

Almost all respondents reported that they in fact had publicized their schools and
their activities ; received help and support from the community ; built relationships with the
community and other government agencies in the community ; and provided it with various
services.

Nevertheless, some respondents said their schools had not produced brochures,
posters, billboards, broadcasting system addressing community concerns and taking in their
recommendations ; received financial support from the community ; provided occupational
services ; organized adult education for the community ; and provided library and newspaper
services to the community. At the same time, almost half of the respondents reported the
following as problems : Language and communication had obstructed the public relations work

since the community spoke only Karen ; economically deprived, the parents concentrated



primarily on making ends’ meet leaving little room for cooperating with the school ; difficult
access made it extremely difficult for outside organizations to come to the community ; and lack
of instructional materials, available ones being out-of-date and damaged. Some respondents
recommended that budget for audio parts and broadcasting system be acquired ; a variety of
public relations campaign approaches and formats such as frequent home visits, parents meetings,
etc., be adopted ; transportation and communication routes be developed by responsible agencies

to facilitate better school-community relationships performances.
