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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining issues related to the use of learning
resources in instructional activities of Thungkwawwitayakom School, Lampang Province.
Those providing needed information and data were 32 teachers responsible for those resources
and classroom instruction at Matayomsuksa 1-6 levels in the 2010 academic year. They were
asked to respond to the questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under investigation.
Statistics used to analyze collected data were percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

As regards the personnel and location aspect almost all school administrators and
teachers reported they had collectively taken charge of the learning resources utilization matters,
encouraged teachers to make use of local wisdom in instructional activities. The school itself was
also found to have made use of such resources avaible in the school and involved students in such
endeavor.

However, some respondents, albeit a minority, reported the following as problems :
Personnel had different approaches and ideas in performing this particular task ; budget was

insufficient ; space for learning resources was insufficient, in need of continuous improvement



and not conducive to their management. They recommended that learning resources use system
and planning be established ; they be constantly and carefully cared for and improved ; and

budget for their improvement be readily allocated.
