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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the internal quality assurance
operation in preparation for the third external assessment of Thairathvittaya 33 School
(Ban Thungphrao), Mae Sariang District, Mae Hong Son Province. One School Director and
28 teachers in the 2010 academic year served as key informants for this examination. They
were asked to respond to the questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under
investigation. Collected data were subsequently analyzed using percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

As regards student quality, Standards 1-4, it was found that 96.67% did organize
activities with emphasis on students’ observance of social rules/regulations and their honesty to
both themselves and others ; suggest ways and means for students to stay healthy physically and
mentally and away from addictive substances; encourage students to forge and maintain good
relationships with friends, teachers and others ; organize activities that were fun and instrumental
to students’ meaningful learning ; encourage students to become creative, imaginative and
optimistic ; instill teamwork spirit and skills and stimulate them to appreciate what they would
learn. As regards Standard 5 70% did not organize learning activities for students at the

Prathomsuksa 6 level, 75% and above did obtain the learning achievement level as set by



the school for learning contents in Thai, Mathematics, Science, Health and Physical Education
subjects.

Most respondents did not involve in the operations since they were new project and
activities and more important, they were not assigned by the Director. Only 40% of teachers
participated because the Director had instructed them to involve in the operations. However,
certain problems were encountered. For example, students had communication problems, were
not able to think critically and write understandably, lacked responsibility and curiosity to learn.
It was recommended that senses of discipline, responsibility and love of learning be instilled
daily ; scholarships for students sought and provided ; remedial teaching activities in all learning
contents organized. As regards instruction, Standards 6 and 7, 100% said teachers possessed
good human relations, were highly responsible and utilized instructional evaluation results in
modifying students’ learning behaviors. Some problems encountered were teachers lacked of
instructional media, computers and modern science-related materials and instruments. It was
recommended that teaching methods be improved and diversified and interest-based activities
organized.

As regards educational management and administration, Standards 6 and 7, 100% said
the Director was a good and descent person always encouraging parents and community to participate
in school educational development efforts and activities ; did organize activities promoting Thai
culture and traditions as well as local wisdom and democracy. The problem was that the budget
was insufficient. The recommendation was funding support from both public and private sectors
be sought. As regards learning community development, Standards 6 and 7, it was found that the
school did organize student health and safety promotion activities ; provide information technologies
services conducive to both self and collective learning ; encourage learning sources, local wisdom
and the entire community to participate in school-level curriculum development. The problems
encountered in this category were the school made little use of community learning sources in its
instruction ; or the community itself had very few learning sources and was unable to see to it
that it would not be plagued with vices and petty larcenies ; parents were poor and obviously
unable to financially contribute to the school. It was thus recommended that opportunities be
given to the community so that it can participate in educational development in the form of
community resource persons ; students taken to learn in and from community learning sources ;

parents and the community help keep an eye on students’ untoward behaviors.
