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ABSTRACT

This independent study aims to study the factors affecting self-employment activity
provision of students at Suksasongkhro Chiang Mai School. The population were 4 admistrators,
28 students’ advisers and 250 students who participated in self-employment activities in the
school. The instruments for gathering data were an interviewing form and a questionnaire.

The data obtained were analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.
The data were summarized and grouped before being described according to the purposes of the
study.

The findings were:

The factor of personal background. The director and vice directors agreed that the
students participated in the self-employment activity provision because of their interests, abilities,
aptitude, and wants of getting a career. The opinion at level “Much” of the students’ advisors
was the activities were to be accepted in the society. The opinion at level “Much” of the students
was the honesty was the factor concerning with the self-employment activity provision.

The economic factors. The director and vice directors agreed that the economic factors
were supporting the budget from the school and other organizations, providing places for selling
the products, the school’s kitchen and working every day. The opinion at level “Much” of the

students’ advisors was self-employment activity helped the students earned some money during



studying in the school. The opinion at level “Much” of the students was the self-employment
activities were autonomous earning life.

The knowledge and social factors. The director and vice directors agreed that setting
the school’s policy, having meetings of the administrators, teachers and students, doing activities
like producing products and giving services, monitoring and reporting the results of doing the
activities were the knowledge and social factors. The opinion at level “Much” of the students’
advisors was giving suggestions and helping students during doing the activities were the
knowledge and social factors. The opinion at level “Much” of the students was working in group
of 3 or more was the knowledge and social factor.

Psychological factors. The director and vice directors agreed that visiting the
students doing activities, promoting and supporting the teachers and students to present and
publish their products from other organizations were the psychological factors. The opinion at
level “Much” of the students’ advisors was the self-employment activities enhanced the students’
leadership. The opinion at level “Much” of the students was they had self-esteem when they were

trusted to be the group leaders.
