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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at investigating administrative/managerial issues
related to mainstreaming in 5 private kindergartens in the Mueang Chiang Mai District area of
Chiang Mai Province relying on the SEAT structure as its main conceptual framework.

Key informants comprised school directors, academic affairs and directly responsible teachers,
as well as a certain number of parents. The author personally interviewed all of them and
analyzed collected data and available information.

Findings were as follows :

Overall, mainstreaming practices and administration in all 5 schools did not differ from
one another. School directors did everything possible to make mainstreaming proceed
as smoothly as possible. They all encouraged and supported their teachers to attend relevant
training and seminar sessions. Teachers encouraged and provided opportunities for disabled
students to study and work with normal students in order to create sense of self-confidence.
They planned their instructional activities with full awareness of individual differences. Common
problems found across the board in all 5 schools were disable students’ learning concentration
span was short; teachers with special education background in short supply; instructional

materials and supplies also scarce; etc.In brief, all studied and other similar schools have to join



hands seeking ways and means to overcome existing, generally recognized problems and
administratively excell before all obstacles if they will still have to continue offering

mainstreaming programs to the public.
