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ABSTRACT

This objectives of this study were to study the pattern of providing learning for students
with disabilities at Chum Chon Ban Muang Pond School, Khun Youm District, Mae Hong Son
Province. The population included administrators and teachers of the School totaling 13 persons,
36 students with learning disabilities, 36 parents of these students, and 103 parents of normal
students. The instruments included structured interview form, observation form for the teacher
teaching the inclusive classroom in which students with learning disabilities were enrolled,
learning behavior observation form student with learning disabilities, and small group discussion
with parents of normal students.

The findings are as follows:

In regard to the curriculum administration, the school had used the 2008 basic
education core curriculum and organized supplementary activities on local wisdom. The School
had set up a committee to develop the Individualize Education Program (IEP) and Individual
Implementation Plan (ITP). The latter was not yet carried out in every grade of the School. In
regard to the information collection, the information of the students was collected from all the
student-concerned sources in forms of data and documentation. It was found that the teachers had
used the practice-oriented teaching techniques, collaborative instruction, inclusive class schedule,

inside and outside classroom activities with knowledgeable persons on local wisdom being



invited as resource persons, and had reported the progress of the students to the parents both in
verbal and written forms. The School allocated budget per head equal to that for normal students
and had coordinated with the concerned agencies both on academic and budgetary issues. There
had been a quality assurance measure by requiring all children at the school age in the education
service zone to go to school and provided accommodation for those who were from outside.
There were supervisions and follow ups by the school administrators and academic affairs
teachers to take the performance results to set the goal for the years to come. Concerning the
problems, it was found that there were few personnel with special education training. Teachers
had to burden many other responsibilities besides teaching. Budget to support inclusive education
provision was limited. The recommendations included the allocating enough personnel and
budgets. There should be some forums for exchanging lessons learned on providing special
education and the arena for the students to express their talent and show the products of their

creation on regular basis.
