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ABSTRACT

This study was to construct the lesson plans for history strand on Lanna during the
Reign of King Rama V using storyline method of teaching for developing thinking skills of
Mathayom Suksa 3 students at Wattanothaipayap School, Chiang Mai. The target group for the
study included 7 evaluators. The instruments included 4 storyline using plans and a form to
evaluate the reliability of the learning plans. The data were analyzed in terms of mean and
standard deviation and presented in tables with description. As a result of the study, there were
learning plans: Plan 1 on imperialism in Lanna, Plan2 on the influence of Siamese Kingship on
Lanna, Plan 3 on administrative reform in Lanna, and Plan 4 on Lanna identity. The results of the
evaluation on learning standards, learning outcomes, concepts, learning substances, learning
process, desirable characteristics — national and local concerns, learning resources and media, and
learning assessment, are overall at appropriate level and could be implemented in carrying out the

instruction for the social study strand.
