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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate the promotion of public mind by using merit diary
activities of 36 students purposively sampled from the Prathom Suksa 6 students enrolled in 2™
semester of 2010 academic year at Rajaprachunukhro 26 School, Lamphun Province. The study
instruments included the public mind measuring scales and the merit recording diary covering 3
aspects, namely, the public property care taking, some for-public volunteering activities, and the
abstain from claiming ownership on any public property. The data were analyzed in terms of
mean and standard deviation and presented in descriptive analysis form. The findings reveal that
after engaging in the merit recording diary activities, the students’ public mind increased in all of
the 3 aspects and, from the individual reflection and the group’s lesson conclusion, the students
had shown their understanding of the term public mind and had positive attitude towards

engaging in the public mind boosting activities.
