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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to create learning plans by using 7-E learning cycle and
questions based on Bloom’s taxonomy in order to develop analytical thinking skills on law in
daily life for mathayom suksa 4 students. The study also aimed at creating critical thinking skills
tests which 7-E learning cycle and questions based on Bloom’s taxonomy were employed.

The sample populations of this study were 10 evaluators consisting of 7 experienced
teachers in social studies, a Thai language expert teacher, an educational supervisor of secondary
educational service area office 39, and an expert in measurement and evaluation. The instrument
used in the study were 5 learning plans using 7-E learning cycle and questions based on Bloom’s
taxonomy on law in daily life in a course & 30201. The total experimental session was 10 hours
with 2 hours each. The data were collected via 5 copies of evaluation of learning plans and 30
items of critical thinking skills tests using 7-E learning cycle and questions based on Bloom’s
taxonomy. The statistics applied in this research were standard deviation and mean.

The results were as follows:

1) The 5 learning plans using 7-E learning cycle and questions based on Bloom’s
taxonomy comprised of a learning plan in family law and the law of inheritance, a learning plan
in Civil law in daily life, a learning plan in criminal law in daily life, and a learning plan in
constitutional law of the kingdom of Thailand. The results of learning evaluation were highly

appropriate (L1 = 4.37-4.49) in terms of learning standardization and annual indicators,



formulation of learning objectives, specification of subject matters, formulation of learning
activities using 7-E learning cycle, formulation of learning activities using questions based on
Bloom’s taxonomy, application of learning medium and resource, and measurement and
evaluation.

2) The multiple choices of 30 items of critical thinking skills tests using 7-E learning
cycle and questions based on Bloom’s taxonomy in law in daily life were conducted to point out
Bloom’s 3 components in thinking skills. These three were an analysis of significance, an
analysis of relationship, and an analysis of principle. The content covered key basic elements in
law, family law and the law of inheritance, criminal law in daily life, and constitutional law of the
kingdom of Thailand. The evaluation of critical thinking skills tests yielded highly appropriate
result (L1 = 4.20-4.80) in terms of the analysis of significance, the analysis of relationship, and the

analysis of principle.
