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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct the lesson plans using Six Thinking Hats
technique on the topic of Legal Rights. The populations were 10 experts that are Social studies
teachers and educational supervisors in Chiang Mai Primary Educational Service Area Office 2,
4, 5 and in Secondary Educational Service Area Office 34. The instruments consisted of 4 lesson
plans using Six Thinking Hats technique on the topic of legal rights and 4 lesson plan assessment
forms. The data was analyzed by using means and standard deviation, presented by tables with
descriptive compositions. The findings were as follows:

1. One outcome of the study was the lesson plans on the topic of legal rights. The
outcome included 4 three-hour long learning plans taking 12 hours altogether . Lesson plan 1 was
on legal rights protection taking 3 hours of learning period. Lesson plan 2 was on the advantages
of following legal rights protection taking 3 hours Lesson plan 3 was on the respect on the rights
of other people taking 3 hours. Lesson plan 4 was the roles and responsibilities of Thai youth
taking 3 hours. All lesson plans assessment was appropriate at high level in the aspects of
learning standards, objectives, concepts, contents, activities, resources or materials, measurement
and evaluation methods.

2. The evaluation of lesson plans using Six Thinking Hats technique on the topic of
Legal Rights for Mathayom Suksa 1 students at Banpangkhum School in Chiang Mai were as
follow: The first lesson plan was the Legal Rights Protection, indicated that this lesson plan was

very appropriate in all learning standards and it also was at high level of the lesson plan standards.



The second lesson plan was the Advantages of Following Legal Rights, indicated that this lesson
plan was very appropriate in all learning standards and it also was at high level of the lesson plan
standards. The third lesson plan was the Respect on the Rights of Other People, indicated that
this lesson plan was very appropriate in all learning standards and it also was at high level of the
lesson plan standards. The fourth was the Roles and Responsibilities of Thai Youth, indicated
that this lesson plan was very appropriate in all learning standards and it also was at high level of

the lesson plan standards.
