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Abstract

This study was to construct the teaching packages module through the cases on the Five
Precepts for the monk teachers in the highland primary schools, to observe the teaching packages
using behavior, and to interview their opinion on the teaching packages. The target group
included 2 monk teachers who taught at the highland schools in the second semester, 2011
academic year. The schools were Ban Nong Tao School, Mae Win Sub-district, Mae Wang
District, and Ban San Muang School, Ban Chan Sub-district, Kalayaniwattana District, Chiang
Mai Province. The instruments used included teaching packages using cases on the Five Precepts
for the monk teachers in the highland primary schools, the using behavior observation form, and
the interview form to survey the opinion on the teaching packages. The data were analyzed in
term of analytical description.

As a result of the study, there were the teaching packages using cases on the Five
Precepts for the monk teachers in the high area primary school taking 10 periods along with the
their manual both of which were suitable for the monk teachers in using them in the schools.
After the study, the findings reveal that: (1) the monk teachers had relevant behavior in using the
package and could be able to use them for the classroom learning and teaching and their students

could achieve their objectives, and (2) the monk teachers’ comments on the package included



their content was suitable for the primary school students; they could apply them in their
everyday life and were interested in the media; the organized activities suited the content and the
learners, and; the teachers could use the teaching packages as a guide in setting up their
instruction. The result of the packages evaluation reveals that the content taught satisfied the
evaluation criteria and responded to the objectives of each of the plans. They suggested there
should be some flexibility on time in certain activities and should make the assignment cards

more interesting to the students.
