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ABSTRACT

The objective of the study of the future orientation characteristic of the Japanese students
studying in The Far Eastern University, Chiang Mai, Thailand was to find out the Japanese
students’ future orientation characteristic through a survey study. The population was the 20
Japanese students studied in the 2011 academic year. The tool used to collect data was the
questionnaire with 4 parts of main topics 1) The plan related to future study 2) The plan related
future work 3) The plan related future family and 4) The plan related property. The statistics used
for analyzing the data were mean and standard deviation. The result fond that, the average rating
scales the questionnaires related to the future orientation characteristic of Japanese students in
The Far Eastern University was in high level as below.

1. The average of the plan related to future family was in high level. (3.47) Firstly,
most of them keen on the financial plan for supporting their children. The second was plans in the
case of their parents are physically weak and cannot work alone. The third was family planning
their own.

2. The average of the plan related to future family was in high level. (3.47)Firstly,
most of students expected to manage income which they earn limitedly. The second was the
decision
to buy furniture’s. The third was the planning of using money for their future.

3. The average of the plan related to future study was in high level. (2.50) Firstly, most
of students expected good grades from the university, the second was the decision to choose

majors in university, and the third was the attitudes in the value of the university.



4. The average of the plan related to future work was in fair level. (2.45) Firstly, most of
students expected potential analyzed before going to work, the second was the preparation for
working in a well-known company, and the third was their expectations on their steadiness after

retirement.
