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ABSTRACT

The study is aimed to study education quality assurance performance for the third
quality assessment of Suksasongkhro Chiang Mai School. The respondents consist of
5 administrators and 79 teachers of Suksasongkhro Chiang Mai School in the academic year
2011, totaling 84 persons. Tools used in this study were questionnaire and rating scale. The data
gained was then analyzed by frequency and percentage.

The result of the study found that education quality assurance performance for the
third quality assessment of Suksasongkhro Chiang Mai School was composed of 5 aspects as
follows: learners’ quality standard, education arrangement standard, learning social creation
standard, identity standard of the school and promotion standard. Mostly, they were rated in high
level. Among these standard, there were 3 aspects concerning learners’ quality standard in
3 standards as follows; the third standard, learners have skills in seeking for knowledge by
themselves, love to learn and develop themselves consistently; the fourth standard, learners have
systematic and creative thinking, as they can solve the problem in a reasonable manner; and the
fifth standard, learners have knowledge and skills necessary to the curriculum which were rated in
medium level. For the problem found in operation were the following; unpreparedness to learn;

lack of creative thinking; lack of idea expression; lack of analytic thinking; being dislike of



complicated idea, rather thinking about something simple; and learners’ quality development was
pretty slow. The suggestion is that there should be serious teaching of the prescribed courses
which would lift the achievement of students in a long term and the students are able to seek
knowledge by their own efforts. Moreover group activities should also be promoted so that

students would know how to plan and divide the tasks.
