One year before ’the_s_t'.udy, '88.4% of villagers had bought househbld




med_icine from the co-operatives, and faraCetomol was the -mosf.
frequently _ bought.. Three months before the seudy, most villagers did
not. ut.ilize the village drug ‘co-operat.ives becau_se t.lxey did not stock
-the drugs .and' med_icel supplies they needed. They lost faith in the
village drug co-operat.ives, but still have a pos1t.1ve at.t.1t.ude to t.he
' place for perchasmg drugs and for the prlce and the quaht.y of drugs.
They suggest.ed that. the V111age drug co—operat.wes should provide s
great.er varlet.y of drugs.
Most, v111agers and members of drug co-operatwe comm1t.t,ees
did not. know about. t.he result of 1mp1ement.at10n, whet.her they made
prof1t, or lost. They did not know even the 'accounting systems. ' Most
of the villagers did not he.ve_ opporl;unity to choose the members of the
commif.tee of drug ce~'operatives. Most of the members of t.he drug
co—operat.lves commlt.t.ees d1d not. underst.and account.lng syst.ems. they .
.t.hought. they were complicated and wasted thelr tlme.’ They also thought.
7 that, t.here were not enough responsible committee members, and most - of
the commlttee members did not: underst.a.nd their roles and their dut.les. |
Th1s study also reveals that most of t.he villagers, t.he
mem.bers ,of t.he commlt.t.ee's, the communit.y 1ead’ers ‘and health personnel
at all levels agreed to the prmclples and ob.]ect.lves of set.t.mg up
drug co-operat.lves part.lcularly to the pomt. that they could prov1de
some essent.1al C_lrugs of geod quellt.y and at low price in villages.
They 'suggested ways to imprdve drug co—operatives-’ performance by

mprovmg drug supphes for the benef it of the rural people.
