Abstract

The purposes of this study were to explore the villagers’
perception in the role of families in caring of HIV and AIDS clients
and to study the relationships among knowledge about AIDS, gender, age,
marital status, educational level, income, experiences and interest in
receiving the information about AIDS, and the villagers’ perception in
the role of families in caring of HIV and AIDS clients. Clients were
consisted of 130 persons aged between 15-80 years, living in Dokbua
village, Thawangthong sub-district, Muang district, Phayao province.
The sampling technique was multi-stage random sampling. The district,
sub-district and village were obtained by purposive sampling. The

households were obtained by simple random sampling and the sample



was obtained by accidental sampling. Data were colleéted between March
10, and April 30, 1994 by interviewing and were analyzed by using
frequency, arithmetic mean, percentage, standard deviation. Pearson’s
product moment. correlation coefficieﬁt and chi-square test were used
for hypothesis testing.

The results were as follows : The villagers had a total score
on knowledge about AIDS at the moderate level, with an arithmetic ﬁean
of 65.8 % . However the total score on villagers’ perception in the
role of families in caring of HIV and AIDS clients were at a high level
with an arithmetic mean of 76.1 % .

The hypothesis testing revealed that :

1. EKnowledge about AIDS and villagers’ perception in the role
of families in caring of HIV and AIDS clients was positively related
with statistical significance at .01 (r = .6567, p <.01).

2. Marital status, educational level, experiences and interest
in receiving the information about AIDS were related to villagers’
perception in the role of families in caring of HIV and AIDS c¢lients
with statistical significance at .01. Age and income were also related
to villagers® perception in the role of families in caring of HIV and
AIDS clients with statistical significance at .05 .

3. There was no relationship between the villagers®’ perception
in the role of families in caring of HIV and AIDS clients and gender.

The study suggests the need to educate villagers on caring for
AIDS clients at home, develop positive attitudes towards HIV and AIDS
clients, educate public health personnel, especially ones who provide
counselling at the health centres , and to increase presentation of
AIDS information through mass media because the villagers pay a lot

of attention to it.
