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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to find out the parents’knowledge,
opinions and reasons about the utilization of immunization service, and
the relationship of knowledge, opinions and demographic characteristics
with the utilization of immunization service of 170 parents of children
aged under one year. The samples were selected by simple random sampling
method. The instruments were interviewing questionnaires and achievement
test forms which developed by the researcher. Data were analyzed
by using descriptive statistics and hypotheses by using chi-square test,

Fisher exact and Spearman rank correlation.



The results of_the study were as follows :

'The levels of knowledge on immunization service utilization
of parents were middle 42.2%, high 30.0%, and low 27.6% with the
estimated mean of knowledge score at 95 % confidence interval was
14.94 -~ 16.63. The levels of opinions on immunization service
utilization of the parents were "not good"” level 64.7 % and good level
35.3 . The percentage of parents who brought thier children_aged
under one year to recieve a complete course of immunization as
scheduled was 65.3 and the estimation .of proportion of the
immunization service wutilization according to the schedule at 95 %
confidence interval was 0.61 - 0.69. N

The demographic characteristics like level of education,
oécupation, income, having prenatal examination, and place of child
delivery were significantly correlated with immunization service
utilization (p < 0.05). The parents’ knowledge én immunization was
gignificantly correlated with opinions on immunization service
utilization (p < 0.05). The parents’ knowledge on immunization and the
parents’opinions on immumization service utilization were significantly

correlated with immunization service utilization (p < 0.05).
