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Abstract

The purposes of this descriptive study were te investigate the relationships
among demographic factors, knowledge regarding cervical cancer and information
receiving with the Pap smear screening and to examine the opinion of health
personel, place, instruments for Pap smear service and others among women who
attend to family planning clinic, community medicine department, at Nan Hospital,
Nan Province. The safnple consisted of 193 women selected by purposive sampling.
Data were obtained through interviewing guide. They were analyzed by using
descriptive statistics, Chi-square and Fisher’s exact.

The result of demographic factors found that 46.6 percent of the subjects had
aged between 26-35 vyears, the average age was 22.9 vyears. Fifty one point three
percent used oral pills, 77.2 percent were in primary school level, 48.7 percent were
working as agriculture with the average income of 4,464.2 bath per month. Eighty
four point five percent of the subjects had knowledge regarding cervical cancer at
moderate level, 12.9 percent received information from health volunteer. Sixty two point

seven percent had Pap smear screening.



Factors affecting the Pap smear screening wete age, age at married, family
ptanning method, health education receiving were statistically association with Pap
smear screening (P<.01). There have trend that the younger aged, younger married
and women who are using oral pills more likely to have Pap smear screening tﬁan
the others. However, the knowledge regarding cetvical cancer and information factors
such as, source of information and campaign of Pap smear screening were not
statistically associated with the Parp smear screening.

Ninty two point two percent of the subject need mobile Pap smear service,
91.2 percent received health education from health personel consistently and 80.8 percent
had not take along time for receiving the service.

The result from this study suggested that Pap smear mobile services should
be provided for community to promote women for Pap smear check up to reduce

incidence rate of cervical cancer.
