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ABSTRACT

Ban Huak territory is the trading point of Thai-Laos, which causes various
problems that would have direct and indirect health impacts of the people. This deseriptive study
was aimed to investigate problems of territory trading of Thai — Laos at Ban Huak, Phusang
Sub — district, Phayao Province, to study health status of people at Ban Huak Moo 3, and to set up
public scoping for assessing health impacts by using public participation. The samples were
1) cx;)mmunity leaders and governmental organizations officers concerning with territory trading
on Thai — Laos for indepth interviewing, and 2) representatives from 200 househoids for
self report questionnaire which was developed by researcher, with reliability at 0.71. The data
analysis were descriptive statistics and content analysis. The public scoping was conducted,
among 120 people.

The study results showed that :

1.The problems that caused from the territory trading of Thai — Laos at Ban Huak
were; uncontrollable of communicable diseases, increased health care cost, illegal migration, drug

problem, invading the Phusang National Forest and increasing waste.

2.Health status of the people including gastro-intestinal infection, respiratory tract
infection and diseases caused by mosquito carriers. These findings were corresponsed to the
findings from the survey of 200 houséholds; member of 73 households were sick with Malaria
(36.5%), and member of 53 households were sick with Tuberculosis (26.5%).

3.The scope and guideline for health impact assessment comprising; 1) assessing
morbidity rate, mortality rate, bordering communicable diseases, gastro-intestinal infection,
respiratory tract infection in all risky groups 2) comparing health impacts with other territory
trading points 3) assessing health status of people at Ban Huak and survey of environmental
sanitation with systematic data management 4) supporting the research regarding to health impact
assessment of territory trading, social and cultural changes after opening the territory trading,
done by the community,

Territory trading of Thai — Laos caused various problems that had impact on 4
dimensions of health (physical, mental, social, spiritual health). These problems could be more
serious for national security. Therefore, these solutions should be considered by policy maker
1) set up the regulation for controlling migration of Laos. 2) review the migration agreement

of Laos 3} more strict on Laos immigration.
