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Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive study was to explore impact on physical, mental,
social and spiritual health among people living around congested community in margin of Klong
Mae Kha from expectation conceming physical environment factbr, socio-economic factor and
cultural factor changed regarding the Resettiement and Developing Community Project.
The subjects were people who occupied home and ground that located in Mae King community,
Sri Ping Meung community, Chang Kong community, Puak Pia Raum Jai community, Pattana
Ban Kou Tao community, Pa Pao community, and Un Ari community. Data were collected by
using qualitative and quantitative method. The stu&ied samples of qualitative study were 21
persons consisted of the community leaders, chairman of public health volunteers and general
people which were selected by purposive random sampling from 7 communities. Whereas, the
studied samples of quantitative study were 182 persons who represented from each households
which were selected by simple random sampling. Tools of this study were documents, structural

interview form and in-depth interview form which constructed by literature reviewed and



investigated content validity and appropriated language by 3 specialists. Subsequently, interview
forms were computed for reliability by using Cronbach’s coefficient. Descriptive statistics and
content analysis were utilized for data analysis.

The results of quantitative study found that the Resettlement and Developing K_long
Mae Kha Project induced positive impact on 4 dimensions of health. When broken down into
sub-categories, physical and social health were received positive impact, whereas mental health
were obtained both positive and negative impact. Since, the results of qualitative study showed
that physical, socio-economic, and cultural environments change affected both positive and
negative impact.

The study suggested that health impact assessment should be operated all of
process such as screening, public scoping, analysis, reporting, public review , and monitoring and

evaluation.
