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ABSTRACT

This descriptive study aimed to evaluate the local community’s perspective on the
Baan Wiang Haeng Child Care Development Center, Wiang Haeng district, Chiang Mai province
as a care center for healthy children. The population consisted of the stakeholders at Baan Wiang
Haeng Child Care Development Center. A total of 24 subjects were selected by purposive
sampling and consisted of the chairman and educators of the Mueang Haeng Tambon
Administrative Organization, child care takers, parents, chief of community, public health
workers and ‘committee of Baan Wiang Haeng Child Care Development Center. The data were
collected by observation and in depth interviews which consisted of 7 aspects of perspective;
child care development center and healthy child care éenter, health promotion, child development
promotion, food service, clean and safety environment, personnel, and the participation of
parents, community and Tambon Mueang Haeng Administrative. The data were analyzed by

content analysis,



The resuit revealed that most subjects concerned rﬁainly on the physical characteristics
of the center. The first priority was to build a new fence for safety. Subjects also concerned with
good nutrition providing to the children. They must get all 5 nutritious groups for their suitable
growth and development. The food quality inspection was done by Tambon Mueang Haeng
Administrative Office to ascertain that both the cooking process and the cooks must be clean.
Child care takers are responsible for managing clean and safety environment. For some activities
that the child care takers are not capable enough, they will ask for the cooperation or advices from
their management team and parents such as fire evacuation plan practice. Most parents accepted
and were respected to the child care takers because they were local people, have been working in
the center for long time, loved their children, and were a good role model. Most parents thought
that the number of child care takers was not enough to look after the children and wanted to have
more. Participation was taken place only among the authorities. There was less participation from
the community than in the past. Part of reasons was the increasing role of authorities in the

community.
