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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to study the model and situation of solid waste management in
Mae Chai Municipality, Mae Chai District, Phayao Province, problems and people’s participation
in drafting an action plan for solid waste management in Mae Chai Municipality. Participation
Action Research (PAR) and applied Appreciation Influence Control (A-I-C) techniques were used
to study stakeholders’ participation in addition with survey research. The data were collected in
11 communities based on both quantitative and qualitative methods. Quantitative data were
statistically analyzed using frequencies, percentiles, standard deviation, while qualitative data
were described in terms of the meaning and relationship of phenomenon.

The research results showed that solid waste management in Mae Chai Municipality was
conducted under law. They collected solid waste from household, government agencies and other
place in and out their areas and transferred all solid waste about 4 tons per day to dumping site
6 kilometers far from their areas. The main composition of solid waste was composable waste,
followed by recyclable waste. Data on solid waste management in household was gathered from
the family member who managed solid waste in household for 330 cases, Most were received

knowledge from public address system .The most common method for reduction of solid waste in



household was to separate recyclable waste for sale and to dispose all solid waste to the bin near
their house. The most common problems of solid waste management in Mae Chai Municipality
were lack of knowledge and participation of people and organization high and increasing trend of
expenses every year, The management was also centralized to only one section of organization.
The solid waste management plan was out of date and its activities were not continuous. People
participation in drafting an action plan process with applied A-I-C technique used in this study
showed that stakeholders were empowered to know problem situations, to make vision and
activities to the goal together. Finally, a draft action plan for solid waste management in Mae

Chai Municipality was developed and persuaded to the Municipality for further implementation.
