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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study was to define the quality of life of informal-sector workers
in Rimping Subdistrict Mueang Lamphun District. The 329 people were using systematic
sampling from the registration database of labours who have no social security. Data collection
was performed by interview, using WHO Quality of Life Thai Version (WHOQOL-BREF).
There are 26 indicators of 4 parts; physical, mental, social relationship and environment.
The results showed that 68.4 percent of the informal-sector workers was in the moderate level
of quality of life, 29.4 percent was in the good level and 2.2 percent was in the poor level.
According to the four aspects of quality of life, 47.7 percent of informal-sector workers reported
high score of mental aspect. Thirty seven percent reported high score of physical aspect,
compared to 16.1, and 15.8 percent of social and environmental aspects of quality of life
respectively. The results of this study could be used in the process of planning for improving

quality of life of informal-sector workers.
