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ABSTRACT

Objective: This study aimed to investigate the dental anxiety and oral health status.

Method: Population are Secondary School Students of Bankard Vitayakom School,
Mae Wang District, Chiang Mai Province. A total of 288 students, aged 13-15 years completed
Thai Corah’s Dental Anxiety questionnaire followed by a clinical examination. Oral health
measures were the DMFT index and its components, The Simplified oral hygiene index.

Results: Dental anxiety was significantly associated with gender and dental
experience. Female have higher dental anxiety level than male. Most of dental experience person
have severe dental anxiety while people who never have dental experience have moderate dental
anxiety. Dental anxiety was significantly associated with decayed teeth (DT), missing teeth (MT),
and DMFT. However, oral hygiene and number of filled teeth (FT) were not associated with
dental anxiety.

Conclusion: People with higher dental anxiety have significantly more caries
experience are reducing dental anxiety should be an important steps in improving their oral health

status.
