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ABSTRACT

This is a descriptive study; the objective was to assess the impact of minority
trafficker's adaptation after participate in the performing integrity for country training project. The
study included the impact on their family members, on social-economics and their opinion about
government policy. The sample group in this study were 10 minority traffickers who attended in
the performing integrity for country training project in the year 2003. Observation, in-depth
interview and informal interview techniques were applied. Data analysis was conducted by
grouping and context analysis,

The results reveal: Most minority traffickers were drugs addicts themselves or one of
their family members were before they became drug traffickers. Then they needed more money to
buy more drugs, inevitably, the way they could earn more mouney was to become drug traffickers.

Impacting on their family afier participating in the performing integrity for country

training project in social/economic way, revealed: most of them had a phobia of big mafia



traffickers in their community. They worried about their debt which both occurred before and
after they became drug traffickers. Psychological problem and government policy.

Adaptation after they participated in the performing mmtegrity for country training
project reveals: most of minority traffickers were able to adapt themselves to live in their
community. The supported from their own family member was so important to their adaptation.
Psychological problem occurred in somé people who couldn’t adapt themselves so well, some
were cven suicidal.,

The opinions about government policy reveals that they accepted/agreed with the
government's idea to solve the drug problem and to give them a chance to stop the drug
trafficking. However, there were some negative opinions on government district and community

level.
