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Abstract

The study was on “Current Solid Waste Management Conditions and Appropriate |
Directions Case of Phitsanulok Municipality Office™. Its objectives were to study the
opinions of people about the municipality officers’ work on waste collection in Muang
Phitsanulok municipality areas; and to study the personal factors indicating the
differences of their intentions to pay the waste collection fee. Three hundred samples
of this study were selected from 13,281 households' heads, living in Muang
Phitsanulok municipality areas. A descriptive statistic was applied to analyze the
collected data.

The findings of this research were as follows :

1. There were significant difference between amount of the waste as recognized by
the sample concerning the following variables : age and educational qualifications.

2. There were significant differences between the willingness of waste management
fee payment of the sample with the following variables : age, educational
qualifications, number of family members and households.

However, if there were some more improvement and efficiency increase of the
municipality officers’ work, there should be a higher degree of willingness toward the waste

management payment fee of the people.
