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Abstract

The purpo.se of this research was to study the state, problems and needs of
teaching the environment lessons of the primary education teachers in Hang Chat District,
Lampang Province.

The subjects were the 202 Prathom Suksa 1 - 6 teachers of 33 schools in the
first semester of 1997 academic year. The statistical techniques used in this study were
the percentile, standard deviation, chi - square, t -test and one-way analysis of variance.

The result of the study indicated that : |

1. The states of teaching the environment lessons : The teachers mostly brought
the other in volving experience to teach in the classrooms. They mostly let the boards
of school to take part in the environment teaching. The teachers mostly presented the
schools to afford the needed teaching aids. They mostly used the students work

corrections as the environmental teaching instruments.



2. The problems of teaching : The teachers moderately lacked the environmental
teaching skills. They mostly got the problems of establishing the students to love planting
trees to create the good environments. They also had moderate problems of using and
applying the local teaching aids to benifit the teaching. The teachers also got the problems
of practical assessments according to the lesson pla.ns’ schedules by using the instruments
in the moderate level.

3. The needs of supporting in teaching environmental studies : The teachers
moslty needed to increase more knowledge of environmental curriculum to suit the local
environments. They needed to use more modern technology in teaching and provided the
suitable system of teaching aids service. The teachers mostly needed developing
themselves individually.

4. The comparison of the relationships among the education, the teaching
experience, the teaching circumstance, and the needs of environmental studies :
(4.1) Education; The teachers who have different education used different local resources
as the teaching aids, but the teaching activities and the assessments had no differences.
They had got indifferent problems in teaching activities, teaching aids and assessments.
Whereas they had no differences in supporting of those and the self development patterns.
(4.2) Teaching experience; The teachers who have different education background
differently brought the knowledge of environments to improve the schools’ environments
as the classroom activities. There were no differences in using the local meterials as the
teaching aids, and the work corrections as the assessment instruments. While they got the
problems of the participation of the students in the environmental studies exhibitions as
school activities, but there were no differences in using the teaching aids and assessments.
They differently needed support in upgrading of the environmental curriculum to fit their
local environments and the objectives provided. The teachers differently needed to add the
knowledge of selecting the appropriate teaching techniques, teaching adis, principles and
the assessing methods to improve the results of the environmental teaching as well as the

suggestions of the supervisors in both inside and outside the schools.
