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Abstract

This study, namely, Air Pollution Management in the Chiang Mai municipality, aimed
to study: (1) the situations, and impacts of the problems and causes of @ir pollution in the Chic;mg
Mai municipality; (2) the roles of the stakeholders in such management; and (3) the trends of air
pollution management in the Chiang Mai municipality with the stakeholders” participation.

Multi-stage cluster and systematic random sampling technique was applied to select
960 people in the Chiang Mai municipality areas. A set of questionnaires and observation format
were used to collect data in addition to documentary analysis. SPSS program for Windows was
applied to analyse the collected data for frequency distribution, percentage, Chi square correlation
analysis.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. The level of air pollution in the Chiang Mai Municipality was sensed by the
sample group at a moderate level, though it was measured technically and found at an over
standard criteria level. The sample group realized that this problem was an issue closed to them,
and had an effect upon their quality of life and lively city concept. The researcher further found
that different birthplaces or former living locations of the samples had a correlation with different
measurement of air pollution levels. The problem was stemmed from traffic jam at the peak
hours, constructions, waste and rubbish burning, mobile and street food vendor shops that had
barbequed food, fishy smell in the marketplaces, gas stations, and various vehicles such as planes

and trains. The main problems were caused by the unawareness of the people. However, the



samples with different birthplaces or former living places and different routine works gave
different attitudes toward different air pollution problems.

2. The roles of stakeholders in air pollution problem management in the Chiang Mai
municipality areas were found as lacking of their participation in such matter. The municipality
officials conducted most problem solutions. Therefore, a strong recommendation were made for
this was to involve the people at all level to be aware of such air pollution and problem solution.
The local people should be focused for such recommendation.

3. The trends for the Chiang Mai municipality to solve the air pollution problems
should be based on a participatory approach to the stakeholders. This research found that both the
entrepreneurs and middle class people were pleased to cooperate with th_e authority and needed to
mutually solve the air pollution problems. TheSr proposed to do a watchdog program for related
problems. They suggested to the municipality to manage better traffic system, reduce dust from
various construc;,tion projects, coordinate with various construction project that generated the air
pollution problem. Additionally, they required the authority to control the quality and quantity of
public vehicles (four wheel taxis in Chiang Mai) systematically, and create the sense of awareness
among the Chiang Mai people not to generate the air pollution problem. The samples with
different birthplaces or former living locations had different needs to involve in air pollution

problem solution in the Chiang Mai municipality areas.
