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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research, namely “The Participation of the Communities to
Protect and Solve Problem of Air Pollution in Chiang Mai City Municipality Area”, were to study
1) the opinion of the community members on air pollution problem in the area of Chiang Mai
municipality, 2) the participation of the community members in the area of Chiang Mai
municipality on the air pollution prevention and solving process.

The data were collected through questionnaires and group discussions. The
questionnaires were given to 206 samplers from 4 communities in the area of Chiang Mai
municipality: Sri Mong Kol community, Ton Karm community, Ra Kang Community, and
Sri Wi Chai community. Two representatives from each community were selected to join the
group discussion. The data were statistically analyzed in term of percentage by using the SPSS
program for Windows.

As a conclusion, the study of the participation of the communities to protect and solve
problem of air pollution in Chiang Mai municipality area showed that, for the personal
background, most of samplers were female, aged between 41 - 50 years old, labor, earned in the
range of 500 - 5,000 baht per month, and being the member of housewife group. For the opinion
of the community members on the air pollution situation in Chiang Mai municipality area, they
mostly thought that the air pollution was from the vehicle exhaust and they moderately thought

that the air pollution was from the garbage incinerator. The participation of the community



members, on the prevention and solving process of air pollution occurring from the vehicle
exhaust, crematorium, and garbage incinerator, was comparably fair. The future plans on the
participation of 4 communities should be as follows: 1) Promote the campaign and public
relations about the harmfulness and impact of the air pollution, 2) Develop the people awareness
on the air pollution control in their environment, and 3) Promote local authorities and community
representatives to annually measure and the people in the community to observe the conditions of

air in their communities.
