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Abstract

The independent study entitled “Community’s Strength and Participation in
community Environment Management Competition” is aimed at investigating the impact of
social cultural and behavioral patterns on community strength and comparison of
parﬁcipation and obstacle in environment management of the people of Ban Buak Khon and
Ban Buak Pla Khaw. .

The data are based on random sampling drawn from 200 residents of Ban
Bauk Khon and Ban Buak Pla Khaw Tambo! Hua Ngom, Phan District, Chiang Rai. Dept
interview of community leaders of those villages was also carried out during the fieldwork.
To analyze the collected data the SPSS program was employed.

It is found that two villages are mostly of the same social and cultural
patterns. They are different in group organization such as temple group, housewife group,
the youth and credit union. But the objectives of group organizations are similar to one

another. That is they want to unite for helping each other. The difference is that in Ban Buak

Khon community leaders as mentioned seem to keep unity while the leaders Ban Buak Pla
Khaw héve some conflict leading to less cooperation among them. The community of Ban
Buak Khon is therefore stronger than that of Ban buak Pla Khaw.

~ Participation in environment management of both village differs from one
another. The viliagers of Ban Bauk Khon participate in environment problems more than
those of Ban Bauk Pla Khaw.'Whén -average partiéipation in made it is found that the
sampling group of Ban -Bauk Pla Khaw has more competition participation of environment

and observation indicates that the villagers of Ban Bauk Khon more participated in
environment management than those of Ban Bauk Pla Khaw.
The sampling group of Ban Buak Pla Khaw gave their opinions that the
Tambol ofﬁcialé, Tambol council members, headman and headman assistant lightly
supported community activities while the sampling group of Ban Buak Khon viewed the
mentioned officials considerably assisted the community activities.
The problems and obstacles of the environment management in communities of Ban
Bauk Khon and Ban Buak Pla Khaw arise from the villagers, community organizations and

government agencies,
