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ABSTRACT

This study has two objectives. First is to identify the personal attributes having
some bearing on the knowledge, attitude, personal criteria, intention and behavior involving
Cheewajit consumption. Secohd is to analyse socio-cultural and environmental conditions
leading to different Cheewajit consumption behavior.

Samples under study are 70 persons who used to attend Cheewajit course and 90
persons who live in the same environment or households as the first group of samples.

The questionnaire consists of two parts. One pertains to personal factors and the
other is the inquiry about knowledage, attitude, the persopal criteria, intention and behavior

involving Cheewajit consurnption,



With respect to the Cheewajit course attendants, the correlation studies showed that
personal factors such as sex, age, marital status, education, occupation, religion, health status and
information had no relationship with knowledge on Cheewajit consumption. The information
learned in particular had important bearing on the attitude, the personal criteria, intention, and
Cheewajit consumption behavior. Income was found to be slightly nagatively correlated with
knowledge on Cheewajit consumption. Knowledge had no association with attitude toward
Cheewajit consumption. Meanwhile, attitude was moderately correlated with the person’s
intention. Personal criteria had a moderately high correlation with intention while intention was

moderately associated with Cheewajit consumption behavior.

On the part of people who shared the same living environment with those who
attended Cheewajit course, it was found that all of their personal attributes were not correlated
with knowledge on Cheewajit consumption. However, knowledge had a modest relationship
with attitude, Meanwhile, both attitude and personal criteria had moderately high correlation
with intention on Cheewajit consumption. Intention, nevertheless was correlated with Cheewajit
consumption behavior at moderately low extent.

The results of the studies on two sampled groups led to the conclusion that the
socio-cultural conditions had more influence on Cheewajit consumption behavior than the
knowledge concerning Cheewajit food. It was found that some among the samples who had
knowledge about Cheewajit food denied to consume the food probably due to the taste
preference, or because there were no Cheewajit food consuwners in thetr families. They also
lacked social interactions with the group of Cheewajit food consumers who might inspire them
to consume the Cheewajit food. For the consumers who had no knowledge about Cheewajit food
but consumed it might do so because they shared the same living environment with those
Cheewajit food consumers. As a result, they were encouraged to adjust their attitude, personal

criteria, intention, behavior and became interested in consuming Cheewajit food.
