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ABSTRACT

Independent study entitled, “Achievement of Community Forest Management of Ban San
Luang Samakkhi, Tambon Mae Pao, Amphoe Phaya Mengrai, Changwat Chiang Rai”, is
designed to study community forest management and public participation in forest conservation,
and to study the factors in relation to the achievement of community forest management and
development. The sampling units of study are collected from 25 household heads and community
forest committees in Ban San Luang Samakkhi and 15 in Ban San Samakkhi. The obtained data
are checked, analyzed and presented in descriptive form.

Results of the study revealed that most of the informants are males; they finished
elementary school, and are 41 to 50 years old. Their family income ranges from 1,001 to 2,000
baht per month. Their principal occupation is agriculture and the subsidiary one is waging labor.
Most of them have no social status and are confronting problem of the land rights. Almost all of
the title deeds of land use are either Saw Paw Kaw or Saw Taw Kaw. And some of them have no
farmland. Their family income is very low. There is also forest encroachment by the
outsiders,which is difficult to control and prevent. However, the community is proud of their

achievement in the community forest management, which brings reputation to Ban San Luang



Samakkhi and Ban San Samakkhi. In addition, the community wanted to maintain such a
reputation eternally from generation to generation.

It is hoped that the results of this study will be useful to the persons and agencies
concerned, and used as a guideline for improvement of the community forest management. It is
aimed to help the community to be able to depend on themselves and have a better life.
Additionally, the study outcomes will be utilized for creation of the community’s awareness and
consciousness of joining hands in community forest management, conservation and rehabilitation

for sustainable co-existence between humans and forests.
