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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the causes and impacts of water
conditions of the Khwae Noi River on tourism industry in Kanchanaburi province, and to suggest
the solutions or guidelines for water conditions management and planning of tourism industry
management planning in Kanchanaburi province.

The population of this study comprise of the communities’ leaders, villagers, tourism
entrepreneurs and officers of the government and non-government organizations relating to the
areas. The primary data were acquired from surveys and interviews with the stakeholders. Then
descriptive analysis was used with the collected data to present the results of the study.

The results of the research showed that the water pollutions, one principal of water
conditions in the Khwae Noi River, were mostly from tourism industry. Meanwhile, the
communities were also another main source of the small water pollutions affecting the Khwae
Noi River. On the other hand, water pollutions affected directly back to the villagers who lived in
that area and use that water in their everyday lives. Finally the effect of water pollutions could
affect the industry tourism directly and indirectly.

Water level is also another type of water conditions. Flooding was the problem
caused by water runoff, which was naturally an event occurs. Flooding could not be perfectly
solved but should be mitigated. Flooding also affected on life security of the villagers, the tourists

and could continually effect on water pollutions.



The water level that was not too high at a flooding level, will affect positively the
water conditions.

The guildlines to solve those problems were that the government should have a
strong policy upon the tourism industry and the villagers. By providing the villagers with some
knowledge and clue about the situations, they could understand and realize the situations of their
environment. Moreover, the government also needed to provide the villagers some knowledge,
about how to use the water at the right way, and relief the effect of the water pollution upon them.
Furthermore, to improve the channel so the water can flow easier. The government policy should
concern the real-estate or land, which is not being used, should be covered by planting soil
covered plant to avoid water runs off. Finally the government, the communities and the
entrepreneurs should participate and take actions to look after their environment and solve their
environmental problems, so communities and tourism industry in the area could maintain

sustainably.
