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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study is to develop the Information System for
Recording Track Data and Evaluating Student Activities Organizing for Student Development
Affairs Unit, Faculty of Business Administration, Chiang Mai University, under the frames of
Quality Assurance and Activities Organizing Development Cycle, student expense per head and
database and website designs.

Reference is made to the existing working system. The Student Development
Affairs Unit was in trouble with student activities database management. Due to the scattering of
documentation, it was difficult to track the actual record of student attendance to any activity;
then, resulted to the delay in reporting the activity summary to the administrators.

The researcher, then, developed the Information System for Recording Track Data
and Evaluating Student Activities Organizing, composing of 6 main systems: 1) Activity
Preparation System, 2) Public Relation System, 3) Enrollment System, 4) Announcement System,
5) Activity Attendant Checking System and 6) Activity Evaluation System. Following tools were
applied in order to develop those systems: PHP program for designing and developing user
contact section and MY SQL program for database management. After the systems were

developed, the researcher tested the effectiveness of those systems and user satisfaction. Hereafter



were shown the results. Officers of the Student Development Affairs Unit satisfied with the
Information System for Recording Track Data and Evaluating Student Activities Organizing by
indicating that the mentioned system could solve out the existing problems and be practical to
record, track and evaluate student activities. In addition, the system could shorten the working
process related to student activities, including the public relation, registration, attendant checking,
and evaluation processes. In summary, this system could certainly gain the better effectiveness of

student activity management.
